Minutes of 03/17/2011
I. Meeting called to order at 7:30 PM. 

LaDonna Walden, Jim Cannon, Pat Hedrick, John Picinich, Gordon Cole and Joe Magnaghi in attendance.

II. Open Forum minutes were approved by all board members in attendance.
III. Action Between Meetings:

A. February minutes approved via e-mail between meetings with all in favor.

B. Open forum was held on March 5, 2011 at the Rea Road Library from 12:00 PM to 1:00 PM.  Board members in attendance were Gordon Cole, Ladonna Walden and Pat Hedrick.
IV. Treasurer Report:

A. John reported on financials with all board members in attendance.  Elizabeth Townes Profit and Loss at the end of February is $34,676.17 which includes CD’s.  The amount taken from reserves for the wood rot that began last year and ended the first of 2011 was an amount of $29,992.83.  Delinquent accounts continue to be worked by the management company with some that have made arrangements.  Twohomes are currently in foreclosure by the bank.  Motion to approve report from Gordon Cole and Jim Cannon 2nd.  Motion was passed with all in favor.
V. Unfinished Business:

A. Wood rot was completed by Betel and final bill has been received and paid.

B. Contract has been signed for the work to begin on the detention pond by TKB Services.  The work is to be co-ordinated with Toby Frye at Solid Rock and Joe Magnaghi, Board Member.
C. All bids were received for the power washing and staining of fences around the two detention ponds.  Bids were reviewed and voted with all board members in favor of Wheaton doing the work.
D. Construction committee met with homeowners at 8927 on their ARC request.  All requirements were met by homeowner and sent to Solid Rock therefore;the ARC request has been approved.
E. Jane Jordan’s complaint to our liability carrierTravelers Insurance has been denied. 

F. Solid Rock Management contract was renewed for another year with no increase.  
VI. New Business:

A. Solid Rock had received several complaints from homeowner’s in regard to mini bikes in the community and homeowners at the open forum also ask what the community rules and regulations were in regard to the mini bikes.  There were also complaints in regard to a weighted base basketball goal within the community.  The board has determined to insure the attractiveness and value of the community and prevent nuisances for all homeowners a motion was passed to prohibit anyone under the age of 16 years old from operating a motor vehicle of any kind and no portable basketball structures are allowed in the Elizabeth Townes community.  A motion was made by John and 2nd by Joe with all board members in favor. 
B. The board has tabled the distribution of pine needles for further discussion.  The board vote for those that were presented was 3 to 3 therefore; board will obtain further information and vote via e-mail within the next week.  The target date for distribution is the first week in April.

C. A budget was set at $250.00 for flowers at the Elizabeth Townes entrance with all board members in favor.

D. Homeowner request for a renter’s cap was denied.  This would need a 90% approval from the community.

E. Board discussed the preparation for opening the pool this year.  Board is to obtain additional bids for pool service and discuss at the April board meeting.

F. Board member, JoeMagnaghi requested that Solid Rock provide board members with an updated list of homeowner’s for contact information.  President, Ladonna Walden to request that Solid Rock send information that they currently hold on file. 
G. Flier is being prepared and is to be sent in the next week with information that all homeowner’s need to know or be made aware of.

H. The Elizabeth Townes Homeowner’s Association and the Elizabeth Townes Board of Director’s filed a Complaint & Request for Permanent Injunction against homeowner’s Betty Brawley, Bobby Brawley and Jane Brawley Jordan, POA of 9510 Elizabeth Townes Lane.
